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Interfaith Sewing & Service Group Makes School Bags Available to Area Groups

Since 1996, the Interfaith Sewing and Service Group from Willimantic, Connecticut has been making
schoolbags for Church World Service (CWS) Tri-State Office in Connecticut. The Tri-State area
used to cover Connecticut, Rhode Island, Downstate New York and Long Island. Over the years,
the group has made over 16,000 school bags for churches in their region to fill with school supplies.

The I nterfaith Sewing and Service Group would i ke
gion which consists of all of New England. They will be distributing the bags from their home base
at the First Congregational Church of Willimantic.

The bags will be available for 75¢ per bag plus the cost of postage or they can be picked up in
Willimantic by calling in advance. Depending on the demand for bags, quantities may be limited to
50 bags per organization.
