Each year every congregation decides how much of its membersé ynancial support will be shared with
the larger church as a gift for OCWM Basic Support. Congregations send their OCWM gifts to the
Connecticut Conference, which sends 63 percent to the national and global ministries of the UCC. The
balance®37 percentdsupports the Connecticut Conference ministries, in combination with Per Captia
Income, Friends of the Conference Contributions, and income from unrestricted endowment funds
dedicated for the Conferencets general support.
